MINISTER’S MESSAGE 
 

 

Bathrooms and Dreams 
 

Do you remember your dreams?  I wake up with my dreams fresh on my mind. I am not a 
dream interpreter like Joseph in the Bible, but I do believe our dreams can help us sort out 
things that are on our mind and maybe some things that are in our hearts that haven’t risen to a 
level of consciousness yet. I used to write down my dreams first thing in the morning. It was a 
type of prayer as I recorded the images that either haunted my sleep or rocked me gently during 
the night.  A dream analyst might ask, ―What do these images represent to you? What part of 
you do the people or objects represent? What is this dream pointing to?‖  As I would write and 
pray, my interpretations revealed to me that I often go to bed with a lot of worries. 
 

Here is my dream from last night: 
 

I walk into my bathroom and see that the window is open (and I can feel the cool breeze);  there are chil-
dren’s handprints painted all over the wall; the shower curtain is hanging down; wash cloths are piled in 
the sink. The handprints are not the primary colors slapped all over the wall like you see in some chil-
dren’s classrooms. They are white – like primer – and all in a clump as if children were huddled in my tub 
trying to reach the top of the ceiling. There is a sign hanging from the shower rod saying that the chil-
dren’s group from Anderson Street United Methodist Church something something something something  
(don’t remember but it was clever and cute) and for a donation will return and clean my bathroom. They 
are raising funds for something something something (don’t remember but it was worthwhile) and they 
had already raised over $300,000. 
 

The obvious (if you are me): 

 I was freezing last night. 

 One of my sisters, Barbara, is the minister at Anderson Street UMC in Bristol, TN 
and is obsessive-compulsive about bathroom cleanliness. I am not. She is very crea-
tive in her ministry and I have stolen ideas from her while usually giving her the 
credit. 

 $300,000 would probably be about half of Barbara’s church budget.  

 I need to clean my bathroom. 
 

The not-so-obvious until I begin writing: 

 The bathrooms on the second floor of our Family Life Center are still unfinished. 
The building is almost eight years old and the bathrooms are being used for storage 
of building supplies and other things.  

 I still do not have leaders for GAP – a weekly program for fourth and fifth graders, 
and they keep asking me when they are going to start. They are here every Sunday 
morning and all sit together and are our largest group.  

 So far, our 2012 pledges are close to $300,000 (that’s a little less than half our operat-
ing budget). 

 

What does my dream mean?  
 

There are so many good things happening here at Beaver Ridge UMC. People are still talking 
about how wonderful the stories of faith were that we’ve heard the last few Sundays.  Prayers 
and pumpkins, blessings and blankets, increased attendance and inspired worship. There are 
good things happening. But as your minister, I need to be honest and say there are still some 
things I worry about; there are still things that need to be done.  What do you dream about?

Total contribution/income through Sept. 30, 2011 was $418,799.70; total expenses were $456,188.60.  Even though expenses  
exceeded contributions by $37,389.30, the difference was made up from the $50,142 carryover from last year.  The checking  
account balance is staying at approximately $30,000 after bills are paid each week. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

We have some very good news with our new FLC loan with Home Federal.  We were able to get a new 5-year fixed rate loan at 
4.50%.  We really think God had a hand in this.  This is down from our previous rate of 6.25%.  Over the next 5 years, this will 
save the church over $60,000 in interest.  Also, we are on track to have the parsonage renovation and parking lot loan paid off 
by year end.  This is approximately 2 years earlier than scheduled.  With your continued contribution, we hope to have a good 
year financially.
